Things to be taken with.

Here is a MINIMUM list of items you should take with you:
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- tent

- sleeping bag and mat

- waders
- plate, spoon, mug, pot

- repellent (it is not Siberia, but mosquitoes and botflies could be rather annoying).

- flashlight
Currency.
You can just take cash in pounds, euros, dollars, zlotys and exchange them here. Currency exchange offices are 100% safe in Belarus. Here are NO hidden "additional fees", "special conditions" etc. You can get common with exchange rates recommended by the National Bank using the link below: http://www.nbrb.by/engl/statistics/indicators.asp The factual rate will be even better. The best option would be to exchange money in Minsk or Brest, but not at the Station, where queues can occur and rates can be less attractive. There could be some difficulties with finding bank offices in the field.

Living conditions.
Dear participants, some AW sites are situated in the very corner of the country (Zvanets mire and some of Prypiats floodplain sites for instance). In some sense it is the end of the world. You are kindly asked to be ready to the following circumstances:

- the limited availability of electricity;

- absence of hot water and shower;

- weak GSM signal;

- the nearest supermarket/bank office/pharmacy is situated in 1 hour driving;

Please, make sure you have everything you need for long staying in field conditions with you, including specific drugs etc. (organizers will have first aids kits), before your departure from Minsk or Brest.
Organizer hopes the absence of civilization is not a big problem for people enjoying staying with nature. In fact living conditions will not be so Spartan during the whole expedition. There will be possibility at least for some time to stay in farm steads with all conveniences. Anyway, organizer will try to make your staying as comfortable as possible.

Storage of valuables
In general the area is low populated (mainly with aged people) and it is rather safe to stay there. Just follow reasonable safety rules and in any situation have your passport, tickets and money with you. Here is also a possibility to store valuable things (cameras, phones) in one of local houses. APB often cooperates with local people and could ask them to keep the stuff for a while. Besides this, during every count at least one person will stay in a camp.
