Invitation.

APB will send you an official invitation to make you able to apply for a Belarusian visa. The signed invitation will be sent to your postal address as soon as your personal information (filled volunteer application and scanned passport) has been received by APB. In theory invitation is NOT really required for a short staying (less than 1 month). Nevertheless there were some unsuccessful examples with Belarusian embassy in Germany, so an invitation makes the application procedure more secure and faster. It is better to spend some time on it instead of getting negative answer for any formal reason. 

Applying for a visa.
Here are the answers on those questions from visa application form that may cause some difficulties:

1. Inviting institution.

This address is relevant for ALL participants of AW counts 2010 in Belarus not only for those who will come to Sporava mire. Registrations (one more Belarusian formality) will be obtained by this zakaznik for all participants during first 2-3 days of your visit.
3. Terms of staying.

The timeframe mentioned in the invitation should be used. This timeframe is wider than you are factually going to stay. It helps to avoid any contradictories with the invitation and gives us more flexibility.

Visa application procedure could take up to 10 days; normally it takes at about 7 days. Please, visit http://www.belembassy.org/ for more information before applying for a visa.

Medical insurance.
Please, make sure your insurance policy has the logo of "Belgosstrakh" insurance company http://www.belgosstrakh.by/en/ Only policies with such a logo are valid on the territory of Belarus. In ALL other cases (like "valid in all countries", etc.) you must be reinsured on place.
Other regulations.
Some AW sites are situated near the state border (with Ukraine) in a so called "border zone". The wideness of such areas could be up to 15 km from the border and special regulations act there with a purpose to prevent smuggling. The permissions issuing by border services are required to enter the area. In this respect all the participants are kindly asked to send the scanned versions of their passports (the page with the photo and passports data) to organiser. APB will apply for your border zone permission and will pick it up from the Border Committee before your arrival.
