	(16)  detailed habitat description: vegetation structure, water level and condition, human impact (cutting, burning, drainage, ...), coverage and height of shrubs; coverage and height of tussocks; moss cover; indicate date(s) of first description.
Location: Highly mosaic floodplain meadow is located in interfluves of Styr and Prypiatka rivers in Prypiac river floodplain. 
Vegetation: On the higher patches Gramineae vegetation dominates, in depressions - Carex communities (90-130 cm high). Reed covers c.1% of the site.
Mean water level: 5-80 cm in depressions.
Coverage and height of shrubs: Salix sp. covers 10-20% of the total area of the site, however it is nearly absent at Carex patches. 

Human impact: Partial summer mowing. In July 2010 c.30% of drier patches and c.10% of Carex patches were mown. As mowing mainly takes place at drier parts without aquatic warbler, it helps to prevent shrubs encroachment and can not be considered as substantial threat for aquatic warbler.
