	C - Detailed information on habitat and bird community

	(16)  detailed habitat description: vegetation structure, water level and condition, human impact (cutting, burning, drainage, ...), coverage and height of shrubs; coverage and height of tussocks; moss cover; indicate date(s) of first description.
The area includes Servač Lake and part of the Servač river floodplain. The lake covers 450 ha, and has an average depth of 2.8 m. The waterlogged south-western part of the lake is the origin of the Servač river. The width of the channel varies from 2-5 to 15-25 m within the zakaznik. The floodplain is 1-2.5 km wide. The area is located close to the watershed of the Nioman, Western Dvina, and Dnieper rivers. The Servač river flows into Vilejka water reservoir and is one of the main elements defining the water balance of the Vilejka-Minsk water system. This is the northernmost known point of the Aquatic Warbler's range in Belarus.
In June 2009 water level in the mire was close to optimal. According to the information from local people the water level in the mire increased only few days before the counts due to abundant precipitations. In general the water level in Servač lake decreased on 0,5 m in comparison with 2005.

Still open North-East part of the mire is optimal for AW breeding. Fire in 2005 damaged bushes and their succession takes place very slowly at this site. 

Vegetation succession develops progressively in Western part of the mire. The density of willow shrubs (50 cm high) is more then 70 plants per 100 m2 at 50-60% of the area.
